INFERRING

Inferring is about reading between the lines; hearing
what the author is saying even if they haven't directly
written it. Inferring is an important skill, not just ie
reading text but in reading other people’s tone of voice
and body language!

As we read, switched on brains pick up what bite are
the most important.
